It has been reported that a couple of homes had vehicles broken into on the night of April 10th on Winding Oak and Brightwood.  The incidents were reported to the police who are investigating, but if anyone saw or heard anything that may assist in resolving these crimes, please contact me immediately at thassett@tmgainc.com.

The police department recommends that residents be aware of their surroundings and if they see or hear anything that seems suspicious, it probably is.  Contact the Montgomery County Police Non-emergency number at 301-279-8000.  The Police also recommend that residents keep their front porch lights on through the night and install a motion sensor on a light on the back of your home, make sure your vehicles and homes are locked, make sure you do not leave anything valuable in your car (including your garage door remote) or if you have to leave something in your car, then don’t leave it in sight, and make sure your garage doors are closed.  It is important for residents to follow these easy steps to discourage this type of criminal behavior in the community.  I did an inspection of the community just the other week and reported any street lights that were not working, but please make sure you report any street lights that are out to me so that we can have them repaired or report them to the county.

Hopefully these were isolated incidents and hopefully the criminals will be found and held accountable, but please keep an extra eye and ear out and report anything suspicious.
