The Montgomery County Police has started a new program called Vehicle Accident Report Purchase System (VARPS).  This allows the public to go on line to request and pay for a copy of accident reports.  The cost is still $10.00.  .
 
The Vehicle Accident Report Purchase System enables users to quickly find and purchase non-fatal vehicle accident reports without an associated incident (i.e. DUI) on-line. The on-line application allows users to search non-fatal vehicle accident reports without incidents by accident report number (CR#). An accident report or CR# is typically given to the driver(s) or to the pedestrians involved in the accident by a Montgomery County Police officer. Vehicle accident reports are typically published on-line within 5 to 7 business days after an accident has occurred. 
 
Patrol officers will provide to the drivers of the vehicles involved in the collision, the CR# of the report to facilitate this process. 

Police accident reports involving fatalities and/or associated incidents can be purchased at the Montgomery County Police Headquarters. However, it is recommended that the public contact Police Headquarters prior to coming to make sure that the fatal or incident related accident report is available for purchase.
